2-3 Years of
Work Experience

Customer service experience 
involving extensive public 
contact, preferably in the 
building or construction 
industry.

ICC & OIC 
Certifications

Certification from the 
International Code Council 
and the Oregon Inspector 
Certification are required in 
some jurisdictions to become 
a Permit Technician.

In the Northwest, 
a Permit Technician’s 

salary can 
range between 

$30,000-$65,000 
per year.  Over 80% 

of building safety 
professionals are set to 
retire within the next 

15 years.
